Slave Rebellion Reenactment is a large-scale, community-engaged art performance and film production 
reimagining the largest rebellion of enslaved people in the United States. Set along the River Parishes 
in Louisiana, this 26-mile roving performance will travel from LaPlace to Kenner, LA, retracing the 
route of the historic 1811 Slave Uprising and concluding in New Orleans at Congo Square — a location 
instrumental for preserving African culture in America, with a celebration. The Reenactment will 
transform the violent suppression of the freedom fighters into a celebration of their achievements. This 
project will animate a suppressed history of people, who had an audacious plan to organize among other 
enslaved people to take up arms and seize the Territory of Orleans in the early 19th-century. They fought 
not just for their emancipation, but to end the institution of slavery. Slave Rebellion Reenactment is an 
art and social history project about freedom. The performance will continue the original rebels vision of 
emancipation that is embodied throughout the performance and will open the possibility for participants 
and audience members to imagine freedom. Slave Rebellion Reenactment will take place on November 
8 - 9, 2019 and is free and open to the public.
